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	AIBA sent out letters to its National Federations (NF) announcing that it had defined the Out-of Competition doping plan for 2011. As part of the plan, AIBA identified the Registered Testing Pool (RTP) for the 2011 Whereabouts program, sending the NFs a list of boxers from each country who were selected for the program.
